Th i s etymology seems to g i v e us t h e o p t i o n of b e i n g " F u l l jambed" or " F o o l jambed" . I
c o u l d b e p r o u d t o s u p p o r t " S t o u t 1 e g g e d ; " I c o u l d b e e x c i t e d b y ” F u l l l e g g e d " women. I t
seems w o r t h c o n s i d e r i n g .
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MEET MY FAMILY GROUP, Part 3 by Robert s. Fulghum, Newsletter Editor

The lineage of our family group, James Hooks and Frances SChmidt Fulgham,was reported incorrectly in the 2"" and 3"‘
issues of the newsletter. Judson Fulghum since straightened out this lineage before his death. The lineage is now thought to be as
follows: Captain Anthony Fulgham -> Michael -) Anthony -) Anthony -) John -) Matthew -) James -) Charles Mallory -) James
Hooks. Sr. 9 Robert Schmidt Fulghum. This makes me a 9" generation progeny of Captain Anthony. Part 3 picks up with Anthony
Fulgham,Great Grandson of Capt,Anthony.

Anthony Fulgham. Ca 1720-1768.

Anthony Fulghamwas born about 1720 in Isle of Wight County, Virginia. He died 3 March 1768 in old
Dobbs County, NC (now Wayne County, NC). Hewas the son of Anthony Fulgham(~1675-1727) and Sarah
Raiford Fulgham (~1678‐ ? ). Anthony married his first cousin, Nancy Raiford, in ca 1740.

Anthony and Nancy moved with other Raiford relatives to North Carolina about 1742 and settled in old
Dobbs County, now Wayne County. NC. This Anthony Fulgham is the ancestral father of most of the
Fulghum’s who spell their name with a "U“.

Nancy and Anthony had five children of whom we know. They are listed below separately as their
children migrated to the "west". beginning the spread of the Fulghums nationwide.

The first son was Raiford Fulghum, born 1743 and was the first Fulghum born in North Carolina.
Raiford became a large landholder in Wayne County, NC. He married Winnifred Pierce Fulgham and settled
on Nahunta Swamp to the west of Pikeville and Freemont, NC. Two of Raiford's sons, Theophilus and
Arthur, joined the Williamsons and migrated to Tennessee where they established Williamson County, TN.
Some years later, Arthur left Tennessee and moved to Texas where he established the Fulghums of Texas.
Robert Lee Fulgham, noted American Author, is from the Arthur Fulghum lineage. Raiford's grandson.
William, son of Benjamin Franklin Fulghumof Wayne County, NC. migrated first to Tennessee and then to
Mississippiwhere he established the Fulghums in Mississippi.

The second son, John Futgham, Sr. was born in 1747. He manied Sarah Bardin Fulghum in about
1770. Sarah was born about 1750. They lived on Myrtle Spring Branch and Great Swamp northwest of
Freemont and south of Black Creek, NC.

The third son, James Fulghum.was born about 1750 inWayne County,NC.
The fourth son, Michael Fulghum, was born about 1755 in Wayne County, NC. He was a Wayne

County landowner. After his death, his children migrated to Indiana (they were Quakers) and to Tennessee.
Descendants of these children have now migrated to other states.

Another son, MatthewFulghum,was born about 1755

John Fulghum, Sn. 1747-1825

John Fulghum, Sr. was the son of Anthony Fulgham (1720-1768) and Nancy Raiford (1724-1798).
He was born ca 1747 in old Dobbs County, NC (laterWayne County) and died in 1825 in Wayne County, NC.

John married Sarah Bardin in ca 1770. Sarah was born ca 1750 and died in Wayne County, NC in
1828. Sarah was the daughter of Jacob Bardin. They settled on a state land grant on Myrtle Spring Branch
where it enters Great Swamp which is now the dividing line betweenWayne and Wilson Counties.

John and Sarah had the following children: Anna Fulghum Clark, born ca 1770; Jacob Fulghum,
born 1773; Benjamin Fulghum, born ca 1774; Matthew Fulghum, born ca 1775; Elizabeth Fulghum, born
ca 1777; Patience Fulgham Jones. born 1780; Sarah Fulghum Pierce. born ca 1782; Zilpha Fulghum
Davis, born 1785; Bethaney Fulghum Barnes, born ca 1790; John Fulgham, Jr., born ca 1795-1800; and
possibly an unknown male born 1800-1819 and an unknown female born 1810-1820 who were listed in the
household in the 1820 census (they could have been grandchildren living with the grandparents). Another
source lists eight children, not mentioningAnna and Benjamin.

John's will is available in Wayne County, NC. He left personal articles to some of the female children.
He left the whole of his land to wife, Sarah, during her natural life or widowhood. After her decease or re‑
marriage, the land was left to Matthew (Jacob had acquired property in Wayne and Nash counties and had
moved away whilst Matthew remained on his father's land and tended it). Jacob was executor. John, Jr. was
witness as was NorfleetNewsom.

John died in 1825 in Wayne County, NC. Sarah died in about 1827 although some list her death as
occurring in 1832.
