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Avery Townsend Murder; Katherine“Kate” FulghumTownsend Implicated
February 1916

ByDanN. Fulghum
The Dyersburg State Gazette reported, on Tuesday afiernoon, February 29, 1916, that a son of prominent
Crockett County farmer George Avery Townsend confessed to murderinghis father. The paper reported that
Avery Townsend disappeared fromhishomeabout three weeks prior and the details of one of the "most brutal
murders'in thehistoryof West Tennessee" were revealedin the confession afier admissions by "a young black
manwho claims to haveaidedin disposingof the murderedman's body." The newspaper further reported that
"A few days ago, the black man,who was under suspicion of being connected with the disappearance of the
farmer, confessed that he assisted the sons of Townsend in carrying the body in a buggy to the Forked Deer
river where it was sunk." It was latermadeknown fliat Townsend's sons actually participated in a search for
their missingFather after disposing of the body. It was further reportedby the newspaper that "The black man
claimed that he was at the home the night of the murder and told about the affair with all of its revolting
details The father,hesaid,while seatedatthe supper table, was struck ontheheadseveral times with anaxe in
thehands of one of his sons with the entire family aswitnesses. At the time the fatal blowwas struck,hewas
servingaplate for one of his children." The State Gazette also reportedthat Avery Townsend "hadareputation
for a violent temper and is said to haveoften come homedrunk andbeatenhiswife and children. He is said to
have been aparticipant in the famous Townsend feud that occurred nearNewbem,Dyer County about twenty
years ago. In that feud it was believedby some that hekilled threemen." The feud in question is actually the
Fulghum‐Townsend feud that, on April 30, 1895, left Avery Townsend’s father, Robert Townsend; Beaure
Townsend;my Great-Grandfather's brother,Albert LeonidasFulgham; andnephewJohnFulghumdead on the
front porch of the G. M "Mitt' Keenanresidence. Keenanwas the brother-in‐ law of victim Albert Fulghum.
Albert Fulghumwas also the brother of William "Billy" RichardFulghum,who was the father of victim Avery
Townsend's 45-year-old wife, Katherine "Kate‘ (Fulghum) Townsend. The Dyersburg State Gazette reported
that ShaiffJ. B. McCleanarrestedKateFulghum,three of her five sons (aged22, 21, and 16)and one of her
five daughters (agedabout 18). The paper notedthat themin-deedman's brother would prosecute his nephew
at the preliminary hearing set in Alamo, Tennessee. According to records for Dyer County, Avery and
Katherine had ten children. They were listed asViola Rose Townsend (b: 1892); Mattie Sue Townsend (b:
1894); George Townsend (b: 1895); Walter Townsend (b: 1897); Fred Dorsey Townsend (b: 1899); Vivian
Townsend (b: 1902);MelvinH. Townsend (b: 1905);MarkR. Townsend (b: 1906);LoisTownsend (b: 1914);
and Louise Townsend (b: 1914).According to the Dyersburg State Gazette, on FridayMarch 3, 1916, Avery
Townsend's body was found the previous Saturday (February 26, 1916) and ”remains were laid to r " in
Providence Cemetery. It notedhe was survived by his wife; sons George, Walter, Dosson (Dorsey), Melvin
andMark; daughtersLola (Viola);Vivian; Lois;Louise; andMrs.MarkCoburn (MattieSue).According to the
Tri-County News, for Friday afternoon,March 31, 1916,Avery Townsend's son George was the only family
member that remained in jail and his bond was "being fixed' at $5,000. The paper also noted that ”Mrs.
Townsend and her daughta', Lola, had been released at the preliminary hearing. Records indicate that Kate
Fulghum Townsend died in 1956 in Dyer County, Tennessee, and was buried in Fairview Cemetery, in
Dyersburg,DyerCounty, Tennessee.

Edmondswas sentencedminutes later to l i f ein prisonwith thepossibilityof paroleatage65.
The nightmare beganMay 10,2003 when Joey Fulghamwas shotin hishomewith a 2.2 ealiber gtm at 2163
Buckner Street in the Longview community. Fulgham was foundin his home on May 11"I by his younger
brother, Shannon. Shannon gave anemotional account of findinghis brother’s body. When Joey did not turn
up for aMother’sDaygatheringanddidn’t returnphonecalls, Shannon looked intoawindow of Joseph’s house
and saw him lying in bed. Hegot into thehouseby climbing intoawindow and found that his brother’s body
was stiffandcold.
Shannontestifiedthat KristiFulghamhadinquiredabout Joseph Fulgham’s life insurancepolicy.
District Attorney Frank Clark recounted the events that led up to the nightmare and the difl'erent accounts of
Bdmond’s statements regardinghis involvement in the shooting. Clark told the jurors that the case was about
Edmondsbringingthe .22rifle to KristiFulgham. Clark recmmtingearlier testimony by Edmondssaid
Edmonds testified that Kristi Fulgham,who was also charged with capital murder in the shooting, said, “She
stoodbehindme,putherhandon the trigger withme,andI lookedaway, andwesqueezed.”
Clark said Edmonds andhis half-sister stole $1,000 from Joseph Fulgham along with a computer, and headed
offto the beach for theweekend.
Clark said, “The crimewas senseless. He (JosephFulgham)didn’thaveto die.”
